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Brentwood School - Arts and Athletics Building

	Simple lines. Classic proportions.  
Brentwood School needed both a gymnasium and a facility for student events and performances. Parallax Associates responded with a flexible, state of the art building that perfectly compliments the existing architecture of the school’s 1940 campus. With separate lighting grids, an acoustic ceiling, and telescoping seats, basketball courts become a theater in less than fifteen minutes.


Archer School for Girls - The Archer Library

	From darkness to light. Noisy to quiet.  
The Archer School needed a library for its newly converted 1931 Spanish Colonial building. Parallax Associates found an unlikely space for it in a dark, noisy basement. Light wells now fill the space with light while fabric-wrapped acoustic panels deadened the noise. For greater functionality, custom-designed bookcases on wheels allow for a variety of uses and configurations.


Brentwood School - Upper Campus Library

	A space for quiet study.  
The Brentwood School’s Upper Campus needed a new library devoted to serious learning and academic research. Parallax created an open design with study spaces and book stacks around the perimeter. The artful use of Douglas fir paneling and cabinetry reinforce the thoughtful environment.


Brentwood School - Student Center

	Recreation and casual flexibility.   
The Student Center at the Brentwood School’s Upper Campus provides a leisurely break from the challenging curriculum. Parallax designed a light-filled open space with furnishings that accommodate both small group activities as well as music and film presentations.  
	


Chadwick School - Laverty Center for the Performing Arts

	A high-performance venue.   
Chadwick School on the Palos Verdes Peninsula has long supported an ambitious program of music, dance, and theater instruction. To provide state-of-the-art rehearsal and performance spaces, Parallax Associates designed the Laverty Center with a 400-seat auditorium, an intimate black box theater, dance and music rehearsal facilities, and a 900-seat outdoor amphitheater. Professional-level facilities for professional-minded students.

	
Brentwood Lower School - Library and Story Theater

	A storybook beginning.  
The Brentwood School’s K-6 lower campus needed a playful space to inspire a love of books and learning. Parallax Associates created a library with a dramatic centerpiece - a pint-sized theater in the round for storytelling. For the grown-ups: conference facilities, a kitchen, computer labs and offices.


Williamsburg Courthouse Competition

	A secure hall of justice.  
Parallax Associates competition entry for the Williamsburg Courthouse combined accessibility and security in their design. A formal procession of public spaces - from plaza to atrium and grand stairs - leads to protected second floor courtrooms lit by clerestory windows.


Brentwood School - Caruso-Watt Aquatics Center

	The drama of competition.  
Brentwood School’s new Aquatics Centers features more than a competition-sized pool. The adjoining 5100 square foot locker room building creates a striking backdrop for swimming meets and water polo. Wood columns support an overhead trellis while sensitive siting allows for passive and active solar heating systems.


Berkeley Hall School - South Campus Master Plan

	Scale and placement.   
Berkeley School planned on building a new gymnasium with arts and science classrooms. Parallax recommended two smaller structures in keeping with the low-rise design of the campus. This new direction not only separated academic from athletic activities, but also allowed the school to conduct two separate fundraising campaigns.



Berkeley Hall School - Arts and Sciences Building

	Practical functionality.   
Berkeley School’s Arts and Science Building will house a variety of specialized facilities in one two-story structure. Parallax set the building deep into a gentle hillside, separating woodshop and storage on the lower level from art studios and science labs on the upper floor. Acoustically insulated walls and floors separate the bands from the band saws.

Berkeley Hall School - Gymnasium Building

	Large space. Low profile.
	The Berkeley Hall School Gymnasium offers a full size basketball court, spectator seating, student locker rooms, and coach offices within a sky-lit interior. For added flexibility, the gym is capable of hosting a variety of campus assemblies and presentations. At night, clerestory windows will glow from within, the roof hovering overhead.


Sierra Canyon - Master Plan

	An academic village.
	A new high school is taking shape in the San Fernando Valley as the Sierra Canyon Secondary School takes shape. In designing for the unique lot, Parallax created a central courtyard surrounded by four buildings. Taking advantage of the sloping property, the design elevates the public areas over a lower garage, separating students from street traffic and parking.

	A temple of learning.
	The striking curve of the Science and Humanities Building closely follows that of the street below. There’s more than drama at work here. By elevating the library and classroom facilities, Parallax created a sanctuary for learning on a small, challenging lot.

	Multi-purpose.  Multi-performance.
	Sierra Canyon’s new Performing Arts Center will eventually boast a 600-seat auditorium, a media center and screening room, gallery space and practice studios.  Parallax carefully arranged each performance and rehearsal space so that multiple activities can take place at the same time.
